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For all staff working in animal enclosures:
(note primate staff undertake additional measures – please ask about these prior to commencing work in a primate area)
	Activity
	What clothing is required

	Handling animals and or cleaning out enclosures where it is likely that you will get urine or fecaes clothing (legs, bottom, back, etc)
	Overalls

	handling animals and or cleaning out enclosures where urine and fecaes are likely to contaminate front only (eg smaller enclosures)
	Aprons (or overalls)

	Handling animals or excreta/body fluids or material that could be contaminated (eg soiled substrate, waste food, after birth etc)
	Gloves – If it is not feasible to wear gloves, staff must ensure they wash their hands frequently with soap and water and must do so on leaving each house. Antibacterial alcohol gels are not sufficient

	Jobs where there is a high likelihood of treading in feaces (eg cleaning out)
	Wear wellies and wash down and/or remove on leaving area.

	Preparing food
	Wash hands prior and after preparing food. In addition consider wearing gloves when handling raw meat / whole prey items.

	Eating, Drinking, smoking
	Hands must be washed before engaging in these activities. Remove soiled clothing before washing hands!

	Going to the canteen or to staff mess areas
	Soiled clothing must NEVER be worn in these areas. Overalls/ aprons/gloves must be removed.

	Using public toilets
	If overalls have become heavily soiled they must be removed. If your hands are soiled, make sure you wash them before as well as after using the toilet,

	Managing animals in quarantine
	Dedicated overalls, gloves, footwear specific to this animals enclosure must be worn as per quarantine protocol agreed with vet team.
